Here are some City Ordinances per-

taining to animal welfare that is im-

portant to follow in order to prevent 

penalties and/or possible fines. These 

ordinances can be found on the City 

website under Chapter 14 of the 

Schertz Municode. 

• All pets including cats must be 

restrained at all times. Re-

straints include leashes, fences, 

or inside a building. 

• All Cats/Dogs in Schertz are RE-

QUIRED to have a current Ra-

bies Vaccination and City License 

(Please see City Licenses under 

City Services for details) 

• Animal owners are required to 

provide food, water, shelter, and 

veterinary care 

• If your pet soils another person’s 

property you are required to re-

move the offensive material 

• Excessive barking is considered a 

public nuisance 

• The City limits the number of 

pets per residence not to exceed 

three per species 

All ordinance violations are subject to 

citations and/or fees 

C i t y  S e r v i c e s  
• City Licenses are valid as long as your rabies 

vaccination is current. Prices are as follows: 

$5.00/yr for sterilized animals, $10.00/yr for 

non-sterilized animals 

• We rent out live traps for Schertz residents 

the deposit is $75.00 and traps are only picked 

up M-F from 8-5pm call for more details 

• We are the Local Rabies Control Authority for 

the City of Schertz all animal bites that break 

skin MUST be reported to animal control or 

the Police immediately 

Ad o p t i o n  C e n t e r  
Our new facility opened in April 2014 and the de-

sign helps ensure the best comfort and care possi-

ble for our animals. We pick up strays throughout 

the City and try our best to reunite them with 

their families. We also offer adoptions for our un-

claimed or surrendered animals.   

Our adoption fees vary depending on species, size, 

and gender. Our non-sterilized female dogs start 

at $137.00 and our non-sterilized male dogs start 

at $131.50. Female cats are $113.50, males are 

$90.00. These prices include sterilization, all shots 

including a rabies shot, microchip, and more.
